NCEA Certificate Endorsement

1 Students require 50 credits at Excellence to gain an NCEA endorsed with Excellencey; 50 credits at
Merit (or Merit and Excellence), to gain an NCEAendorsed with Merit.

1  Credits counting towards endorsement may be gained over more than one year and at more than one
level, but must be gained at the level of the certificate or above.

NCEA Subject Endorsement

1 Students will receive an Excellence endorsement if they gain 14 or more credits at Excellence level,
while students gaining 14 or more credits at Merit (or Merit and Excellence) will gain a Merit
endorsement.

1 For Course Endorsement, at least 3 of the 14redits must be from internally assessed standards, and 3
from external assessment (national examinations), to demonstrate students are competent in both
forms of assessment.

University Entrance

University Entrance [UE] will continue to be the minimumrequirement to go to a NZ University. From 1 March
2014 for students to be awarded UE and qualify for entrance to a university in New Zealand you will need:

Literacy § 10 credits at Level 2 or above made up of:

1 5 credits in reading
1 5 credits in writing.

NOTE: once you have met the requirements for University Entrance it will appear on you Record of
Achievement.

yourself in the strongest position for gaining entry to university you must be:

1. Studying 5 subjects from the University Approved Subject List (see page 7)
2. Studying subjects which are assessed using achievement standards rather than unit standards.
It is also important that you check the entry criteria for the tertiary institution at which you want to study.
